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Re: “Rope Skipping for Health and Church Building for Manifestation of God’s Love 2022”
Fund-raising Campaign
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The Catholic Diocese of Hong Kong (CDHK) has been serving our city for over 180 years. Apart from
witnessing and proclaiming the gospel of Christ, and at the same time abiding by the teachings of Christ, the
CDHK has practiced charity and caring for the needs of citizens of all walks of life, especially for the growth
and development of children, youth and families, for elderly care as well as support for the underprivileged.
All such services are closely associated with the general well-being of Hong Kong society.
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The CDHK consists of 52 parishes, which span across Hong Kong Island, Kowloon, and the New
Territories, comprising 39 churches and 28 Mass centres. These parishes mentioned have been serving as
bases for praising God and carrying out charitable work. Apart from providing venues for the faithful to stay
close to God and listen to His holy Words, these parishes unceasingly help nourish their spiritual life and form
their personality, counsel them and heal their spiritual pain, emotional distress or grief, and involve them in
various community services for the sake of love and care for others. FEach parish church has effectively
assured the sustained development of pastoral ministry, social and educational services of the CDHK,
benefiting the general public of different age groups.
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In the decade to come, the CDHK will need an enormous amount of money to build and maintain its
churches, and to complete its other developmental projects so as to improve its service to the faithful and
citizens. Since February 2020, the CDHK has started the extension project of St. Joseph’s Church in Fanling
and its estimated cost would be in the region of $350 million. The construction of the proposed new parish
church to serve Tung Chung, Lantau Island, is already under close consultation with the government, not to
mention the imminent needs for the extension of columbarium in the Catholic cemeteries. To actualize the
development plans listed above, the CDHK has established the “Diocesan Fund-raising Commission for
Church Building and Development” to raise funds.
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In response to the appeal of the “Diocesan Fund-raising Commission for Church Building and
Development”, the Catholic Education Office (CEO) invited all its Diocesan schools, including all secondary
schools, primary schools and kindergartens, to co-organise a joint-school fund-raising campaign “Rope
Skipping for Health & Church Building for Manifestation of God’s Love 2021” last year. On one hand, it is
hoped to encourage all students to strengthen their physical health through regular exercise and develop healthy
living habits. On the other hand, it also arouses all valued stakeholders of our Diocesan schools, especially
parents and students, to unite in solidarity, inherit the grace, contribute their efforts, and at the same time
promote this Fund-raising Campaign to other members of our community. Thanks to the efforts of all the
parties concerned, the joint-school fund-raising campaign had successfully raised $3,540,554 for the CDHK.
On behalf of the Diocese, I would like to extend our gratitude to all teachers, students, and parents/guardians
of the Diocesan schools for their tremendous support.
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Due to the enormous amount of fund required for the development plan mentioned above, our Office
continues to invite all Diocesan schools to co-organise the “Rope Skipping for Health and Church Building for
Manifestation of God’s Love 2022” Fund-raising Campaign this year to show our tiny support to the “Diocesan
Fund-raising Commission for Church Building and Development”. This year, we are honored that the
Religious Schools Council and the Caritas Vocational Training and Education Service have agreed to be the
supporting organisations of this fund-raising event.
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The “Rope Skipping for Health & Church Building for Manifestation of God’s Love 2022” Fund-raising
Fun Day is scheduled on 25 July 2022, Monday at 9:00 a.m. at St. Joseph Anglo-Chinese School and student
representatives of all Catholic schools will be invited to participate in a rope-skipping marathon. It aims to
promote the Fund-raising Campaign for Church Building and Development of the CDHK to the public, and to
cultivate in students healthy living habits through regular physical exercise.
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We sincerely hope that all parents/guardians of Catholic schools will give their full support, and
encourage their children to help the CDHK publicize and promote this charitable Fund-raising Campaign to
more members of our community.
