Venue: School Hall

National Security Learning Day

The Hong Kong Special Administrative Region's first systematic exhibition hall on national
security was officially established on 7" August, 2024.

Meeting and Dismissal Point: Outside the entrance of the Hong Kong Museum of History, 2 Floor,
100 Chatham Road South, Tsim Sha Tsui, Hong Kong

Attire: Students must wear the proper school uniform on the day of the activity.

Activity detail:

Each class will participate in a 30-minute guided tour of the National Security Exhibition Hall
according to their assigned time slot, followed by visits to the Hong Kong Museum of History’s "80th
Anniversary of the Victory of the War of Resistance" exhibition and the Hong Kong Science Museum.




Students are required to complete online learning tasks during the visit. The entire activity will last

approximately 3 hours. Please refer to the attachment for the detailed schedule.

Transportation Arrangement:

Students are required to travel to the meeting point by their own means (Exit P2 of East Tsim

Sha Tsui Station or Exit DI of Hung Hom Station).
